If your dream is to only grow plants that
produce food or you just want to add a few
edible plants to your landscape, this class is
for you. Topics to be covered include: (1)
deciduous fruits (grapes, figs, apples etc.),
(2) evergreen fruits (citrus, avocado, etc.),
(3) tropical fruits, (4) vegetables, (5)
culinary herbs, and (6) miscellaneous crops
such as pineapple, sugar cane etc. In
addition, a CD-ROM may be available for
an additional nominal cost that contains
photos and/or bulletins of the plants covered
in class plus many not covered.

Libraries are among the most effective of all
public services, serving more than 2/3 of the
population with less than 2 percent of all tax
dollars. A study of the economic
contribution and return on taxpayer
investment in Florida Public Libraries shows
that returns far exceed taxpayer’s investment
– $6.54 return for every tax dollar invested.

Other studies have found that children who
are read to in the home and use library
services perform better in school and are
more likely to use libraries as a source for
lifetime learning.
