RUMPOLE and the REIGN of TERROR

Fans of the “Rumpole of the Bailey”
mystery books, or of the television series,
will adore this story about the problems
Britain’s “Patriot Act” causes the Barrister
as he defends an unexpected client.

Will “The Mad Bull” (Mr. Justice
Bullingham) destroy Rumpol€'s arguments
in court? Might there be trouble at home as
well? It appears that “ She Who Must Be
Obeyed” has some secrets of her own. Our
hero will need al hiswits and experience to
win this case. Any “Rumpol€e’ book offers a
humorous and entertaining look at how
criminal trials are conducted “across the
pond” in England. Once you start this book,
you'll no doubt be eager to read the entire
mystery series.
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
