FEATURES SAVES TIME

Two new automated features – a
Reservation system and a Print Manager
system - have been added to the computers
at the library.

The Reservation system simplifies the
assigning of computers to users. If no
computers are available, go to the Kiosk
computer and enter your reservation for the
next available computer. All you will need is
your library card. If a computer is available,
you can go to that computer and sign in
there without stopping at the Kiosk. You
will have the computer for an hour. At the
end of your hour, you will have to give up
the computer if someone is waiting. If no
one is waiting, you will be given another 20
minutes of computer time.

The Print Manager system automatically
organizes your printing on the Kiosk
computer. When you are ready to get your
printed pages, go to the Kiosk, select only
those pages you actually want to be printed,
and then pay for them at the coin machine
attached to the printer. Easy!
