CREATE A BIRD-FRIENDLY
BACKYARD HABITAT

Did you redize that most yards, with flat,
carefully- mowed lawns that are covered
with fertilizers and pesticides can be hostile
to birds? Our “beautiful” yards,
unfortunately, often fail to provide the basic
elements birds need: food, water, and
shelter.

Bird-friendly yards are easy to achieve,
however: just do nothing!! Author Scott
Edwards recommends letting part of your
yard grow wild! Don’t mow it, don’'t prune
it, don’'t fertilize or spray it with
pesticides—just let it grow. Soon, you'll
find birds living in the sheltered area you
created. Add proper food and water, and
your bird- friendly habitat will be complete.

Some “Wild Bird Seed” brands that are
available may be mostly filler—a waste of
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money-- and not eaten by birds. Look for
black oil sunflowers seeds, which many
birdslike. For complete details, seethe
book by Scott Edwards.
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
