NUBS
“Nubs—The True Story of a Mutt, a Marine,
and a Miracle” by Major Brian Dennis and
Kirby Larson (2007) (For children/all ages)

The images of this wonderful book will
remain with you for some time. Written for
children but recommended for everyone,
“Nubs” tells the amazing, true story of a
four-footed hero. Nubs, a scrawny, starving
dog, lived---as best he could---through the
dangers of the Iraqi war. He never had a
home or a person of his own.
