MARK TWAIN SPEAKSHIS
MIND

(and he delayed publication for 100 years so he
wouldn’t get in trouble while he was aive).

The Autobiography of Mark Twain, edited by
Harriet Elinor Smith, The Complete and
Authoritative Edition, Volume 1, is the frank, free-
ranging result of Twain’s strict instruction that
many of these texts remain unpublished for 100
years. The reader is privileged to discover, in
Twain's own words, his “authentic and
unsuppressed voice, brimming with humor, idesas,
and opinions...” on everything from swings for
children to politics to General Grant to dental
problems. Back in his day, when a patient had
decayed teeth, the doctor (there were no dentists)
used tongs to remove the damaged teeth.
According to Twain, after the doctor’s effort, “If the
jaw remained, it was not hisfault.” Spend some
time with this book to learn how life used to be.
