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PAUL REVERE’S RIDE

Don’t forget “Deacon Larkin’s fine great mare,
named Brown Beauty, who was lent to Paul Revere
that night.” She’s part of history, too.

Kids: “Mr. Revere and I” (by Robert Lawson) tells
Paul Revere’s story as a fable (a made-up story). In
this fable, his horse has a different name, and the
horse tells the story!

Today, a long stretch of the road that Paul Revere
traveled on his midnight ride is a National Park.
Note also that on every April 19 in the town of
Wayland---a suburb of Boston---the town’s great
bell is made to ring in the night. The bell ringers
are children, so that “the rising generation will
remember too.”
