“Ten Letters: The Stories
Americans Tell Their President”

by Eli Saslow

Each night, President Obama reads ten or more
letters addressed to him. He considers these letters
from constituents to be his most important daily
reading. These letters, varied and compelling, are
written by Americans of all walks of life---from
military families, from people facing bankruptcy or
illness, from students needing to pay for college,
from grade-school children seeking help with
homework, from people needing jobs, from all
political points of view---and some from people
sending a prayer for the president.

President Obama had first requested a sampling of
ten letters on his second day as president, and a
folder of letters has come six days a week ever
since. The White House mail staff sorts through
20,000 letters and emails every day, picking the
most representative ten pieces for this special
folder. The letters chosen each day “were the most
intimate connection Obama had left to the people he
governed.” These letters offer the president a
unique view of what he called “the real America—a
place of uncensored opinion.” The president always
reads all ten letters and typically writes back to one
or two writers each day.

This importance of this book, however, is not the
letters; the significance is the stories of the people
who wrote to describe their lives, their frustrations,
their complaints, and their hopes. The author spent
time with each letter writer, learning why that
person wrote to the president, and what happened in
these people’s lives when President Obama wrote
back! Amazing-but-true!

According to noted historian David Maraniss, the
author has shown “the profound real-life
connections between the White House and the
people.”

The stories in this book reveal “the remarkable
endurance and optimism of the American people.”
