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FRAUDSAND SCAMS

Nancy Baker, from the Brevard County Sheriff’s
Crime Prevention Unit, spoke at our library recently
to explain the latest ways to prevent crime, from
home burglary to identity theft. Her advice
included thesetips: If acharity calls asking for
money, ask the charity to send you something in
writing before you consider donating. Put your
Social Security Card in afile cabinet at home until
it is needed, not in your wallet. Watch out for emall
scams where the caller wishesto “verify” your
account information. Remove personal information
from your keychain.

Create afilefolder of information on yourself (and
your family, and pets) that lists names, allergies and
other medical information, as well as emergency
contact phone numbers. Keep onefilein the glove
compartment of your car, in case of accident. Keep
another folder with thisinformation in a sealed
plastic bag in your refrigerator. Emergency
personnel will look for this information.

Further, she urged everyone to trust your instincts—
be sureto call aDeputy if you see someone
suspicious near aneighbor’s house. Use the non-
emergency number for the Sheriff’s Dept. (264-
5100). It'simportant to call just in case! Many
burglars will spend only a short time trying to break
into a home, and good locks, and good neighbors
who watch out for each other, can be big deterrents
to burglars.

She provided many more helpful ideas and waysto
protect ourselves and our homes. In addition, she
handed out whistles as well as information pages on
lighting, locks, and alarms. She also discussed
“Operation Identification,” which is a program that
involves marking your property with an identifying
number as a means of discouraging burglary and
theft. If you missed this presentation on preventing
crime, you missed hearing valuable information.
