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SURVEILLANCE NATION

If you worry about the lack of privacy these days,
the situation may be even worse than you suspect!
Here are some books to consider. Note: You might
want to turn on all the lights and lock your doors
before you read these scary but informative recent
books. “The New Digital Age” by Eric Schmidt
and Jared Cohen.. “The Watchers” by Shane Harris.
“Dirty Wars” by Jeremy Scahill. Puzzle Palace” by
James Bamford. “Big Data” by Viktor Mayer-
Schonberger and Kenneth Cukier.

“Big Data” is a “revelatory exploration of the
hottest trend in technology and the dramatic impact
it will have on the economy, science, and society at
large.” For example, “Which paint color is most
likely to tell you that a used car is in good shape?”
or that Google searches predicted “the spread of the
H1N1 flu outbreak?” There are numerous
fascinating facts and trends that can be found by
using big data. “Big data” refers to our newfound
ability to crunch a vast quantity of information,
analyze it instantly, and draw sometimes
astonishing conclusions from it.

This massive data collection, of course, poses
threats to (whatever is left of) our privacy.
Fortunately, the book suggests ways to protect
ourselves from its hazards. You’ve been warned!

WRITER’S MISTAKES

Almost every author who creates mystery stories
will reserve a page or two in the book to
acknowledge the scientists, attorneys, doctors,
police officers, intelligence officers, and other
experts who contributed technical expertise to the
book. After expressing gratitude to all who helped
with the research for the book, the author usually
points out that any errors that might appear in the
book are clearly the fault of the author.

Harlan Coben, popular award-winning writer of
many best-selling mystery/thriller novels, chose to
address the possibility of errors in his books in his
own humorous way----- he blamed the experts! In
“Just One Look,” Mr. Coben declares: “As always,
if there are errors, technical or otherwise, the fault is
with these people. I’m tired of being the fall guy.”

If you enjoy mysteries, check out a Harlan Coben
mystery soon. Look in the Fiction Section of the
library, or ask a library staff member to help you
locate the book.
