Although many birds
build nestsin trees or
on the ground, some
create floating nests
that rise and fall with
thetide. Other birds
prefer to build mud hut homes on the sides of
bridges. Wonderful spots for birdwatching include:
Enchanted Forest, Black Point Wildlife Drive, Sand
Point Park, and the Wildlife Refuge.

Some of the birds that live in our areainclude:
Hermit Thrush, Egrets, Ruddy Turnstone, Pileated
Woodpecker, Red-necked Grebe, Cliff Swallow,
Snail Kite, American Woodcock, Snow Goose,
Sooty Tern, & Double-crested Comorant.
