The honor roll student from
Philadelphia became a sensation after leading the
Taney Dragons to a 4-0 victory over Nashville,
when she was just 13. Known for her uncommon
poise, she has since appeared on the cover of Sports
Illustrated, thrown out the first pitch at a major
league World Series game, and been interviewed on
many television shows. She
has gained fame not only for
her athletic abilities, but also
for encouraging others to
follow their dreams. In
September, she donated her
jersey to the baseball Hall of
Fame in Cooperstown.

When she joined an all-boys baseball team, her
mom wasn’t too happy. Nevertheless, Mo’ne said,
“I proved to her (and to me) that I could do
anything I set my mind to.” She likes to play
sports, especially basketball, and is sharing her
story in her memoir, “Mo’ne Davis: Remember
My Name.”
