BOB RADER

Mr. Bob Rader is our library’ s hard-working and
talented Technical Processor. Bob catalogs and
prepares for checkout all items that arrive at our
library. Whether books, DV Ds, CDs, or MP3s are
donated or purchased, Bob catal ogs them by using
the OCLC (Online Computerized Library
Consortium), which is a standardized database of
records for the library system. To catalog a book,
Bob adds the book’ s title, author, call number, and
subject headings into the computer.

Also, Bob examines all donated items to see that
they are in good shape and not dusty, buggy,
smelly, or moldy. It’simportant to keep mold out
of thelibrary. Items that pass inspection but are not
needed for the library are given to Friends for our
“Book and Bake Sale.” Donations are a significant
source of checkout material for our library because
of cutsin the library budget in the last few years.
(To donate, bring itemsto the front desk.)

In addition, Bob weeds out old materials and
updates collections with new formats and new
technology. Just as cassette books disappeared
when CD books arrived, now MP3 books are
popular. An MP3 book is abook on one CD; it's
handier than needing multiple (6-24) discsto cover
an entire book. If anitem, such as atest booklet, is
not being checked out or is out-of-date, Bob
removesit. Test bookletsfor SAT, ACT, GED,
Civil Service Exams (police and firefighters), and
AP (Advanced Placement) are in demand and must
be current.

Bob’sfocus is on being a wise steward of our tax-
funded library, and his diligent work protecting and
updating library material s saves taxpayer money.

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THE SECRET LIFE of the
FLORIDA SCRUB JAY

Only public involvement will save the beautiful
Scrub Jay and the rare, scattered habitat it needsto
survive. Scrub Jayslive only in Florida; they are
not the same as the Western Jay. Markingstell the
difference: aBlue Jay has bars on the tail but a
Scrub Jay has ablue necklace. Scrub Jays are
fighting to survive because their habitat---the oak
scrub on well-drained soil---is used for citrus groves
and housing devel opments. People are destroying
the Scrub Jay’ s home.

Mr. Bob Montanaro recently presented a
delightfully informative program, complete with
stunning up-close photographs of Scrub Jays going
about their daily routines. Mr. Montanaro, an
expert on Scrub Jays and other kinds of wildlife, is
also an excellent photographer. He described the
rituals and activities of Scrub Jays, telling how
Scrub Jays build nests, attract mates, warn others of
dangers, crack acorns (not an easy task) and find
insects. Scrub Jays have different calls for different
predators. Because they livein nests only three to
six feet off the ground, they must beware of snakes
aswell as hawks.

Y oung Scrub Jays are called “Brownheads’ and the
adults, both friends and family, take part in feeding
the babies. After 85 days, adults stop feeding the
juveniles. Scrub Jays build nests by weaving
together twigs and palmetto or cabbage palm fibers.
Nesting season is from March to June, and young
birds start to fly only sixteen or so days after
hatching! Although Scrub Jays keep their nests
extremely clean, once the nest has been used, it is
abandoned.

Each Scrub Jay
family occupies a
territory of 25 acres or
so and they stay right
there, except, perhaps,
for brief tripsto a

nearby golf course to hunt for insects. These
intelligent birds are known to bury 6,000-8,000
acorns ayear, for safekeeping, and will remember
where most of them are!’ Of course, many acorns
grow into trees. After hammering an acorn into the
ground, the Scrub Jay will look around, studying
landmarks for future reference. When tall trees,
such as pine trees, take over their habitat, Scrub
Jays cannot survive. Unfortunately, the numbers of
Scrub Jays have declined 80%-90% in the last
century. Ashumans build on their habitat, or put
roads through their habitat, Scrub Jays die.

The appreciative audience at this program had many
guestions, and everyone thereis looking forward to
future programs by M. Montanaro! He speaks on a
variety of topics. Be sure to attend his future
presentations, because he is a knowledgeable,
friendly, and entertaining speaker.

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ONLINE DATABASES

The library also offers online databases, including
Community Services I nformation (directory of
health and human services resources in Brevard),
Florida Electronic Library (magazines,
encyclopedias, books, etc.), M orningstar
(investment resource specializes in fund investing),
WorldCat (search library collections), InfoBase
eBooks (print reference books), and eBook
Collection-formerly NetLibrary (full-text
scholarly, reference, and professional eBooks
leading university, academic and professional
publishers), and more.

It may be that a database is only available at
Brevard County Public Libraries, not available from
outside the libraries. A database may require a
Brevard County Public Libraries card.
